
Week of: Sunday, 25 March 2007 - Saturday 31 March 2007

* Still waiting for Fox Protective Services to call me back, my old job. RESULT: They have not called me back yet for a job.SAT.

* Still waiting for DNA Print to call me back. (I had called them before applying for Unemployment Comp, so there is no record of this job search before now.) DNA Print Genomics: http://www.DNAPrint.com Corporate Headquarters, 1621 West University Parkway Sarasota, FL 34243 Tel: (941) 366-3400 Fax: (941) 952-9770 RESULT: Have not heard from them.SAT.

* Tried to call DNA Print back about job. RESULT: My computer monitor got moisture from AC wall unit, and I could not look the phone number up on computer at this time.SAT.

* Inquired about job at Guns Galore, Inc. in person, at 2440 US Hwy 92 E in Lakeland, Fl - PH: 863-666-2744 RESULT: Not hiring. I don’t recall who spoke with me, but it was probably either Al DeLatore (owner) or Doug or Paul, all of whom work there.SAT.

* Inquired about job at Army and Navy Surplus, Inc. by telephone. 819 N Fla Ave, Lakeland, FL: PH: 863-666-2744. RESULT: Not hiring. I don’t recall who spoke with me. I probably did not ask his name.SAT.

Week of: Sunday, 01 April 2007 - Saturday 07 March 2007

* Called DNA Print by phone. RESULT: The lab manager, Dr. Matt Thomas, who would do the hiring, was out of town. Web site had a statement that they “do not currently have any specific employment opportunities,” but I want a job there, since it is a professional job, congruent with my college degree (not a dead end fast-food job, that is), so I persist.MON.
* Inquired about job at  Ultimate Arms, in person - 610 N. Combee Rd., Lakeland, FL - PH: 863-668-8500. RESULT: Not hiring. I don’t recall who spoke with me (I did not ask his name, I recall) the day I visited them in person, but it was a short, middle-aged White male.MON.

* Called back for Dr. Thomas at ext. 222, and for Shannon Boyd at ext 234 about job vacancies. RESULT: I got voice mail. Also, someone else said this was a small company and has not hired many people recently.THR.

* Called “A1 Firearms,” which I don’t show as having a listed address in the phone book‘s Yellow Pages. Called by phone at 863-646-3144. RESULT: The phone was disconnected.FRI.

* Inquired about gunsmith sales job at Army / Navy by phone (863-413-1997 or 863-413-1971). 619 N. Fla Ave, Lakeland, FL - RESULT: They no longer have a gunsmith department, and thus are not hiring.FRI.

* Inquired about job at Cole’s Gun Repair, by phone: 863-686-4652 (4811 Karey Dr, Lakeland). RESULT: Not hiring.FRI.

* Inquired about job at The Gunshed by phone (863-687-3986) 1704 East Edgewood Dr, Lakeland, Fl. RESULT: Phone rang at least 6 or 7 times, but no answer after many rings.FRI.

* Inquired about job at 98 North Pawnbrokers by phone (863-687-2477) 1723 N Fla Ave, Lakeland, Fl. RESULT: A FAX machine picked up, not a person.FRI.

* Inquired about job at South Florida Gun & Pawns by phone (863-688-0498) 844 S. Fla. Ave., Lakeland. RESULT: Not hiring, but they recommended Value Pawn or Cash America, since national chains are large enough to hire many people.FRI.

* Inquired about job at Cash America by phone (863-683-6377) at 915 E. Memorial Blvd, Lakeland, Fl -RESULT: Not hiring.FRI.

* Inquired about the presence of a gun shop sales job at Value Pawn & Jewelry 606 E. Memorial Blvd., Lakeland, by phone (863-603-0846). RESULT: They don’t have a gun shop.FRI.

* I visited Value Pawn & Jewelry (see above) in person early in the evening o see further what jobs they may have.  RESULT: They were closed rather early.FRI.

Week of: Sunday, 08 April 2007 - Saturday 14 March 2007

* I visited Right Fuel & Food in person right after church on Easter Sunday (1144 E. Memorial Blvd, Lakeland, Fl - PH: 863-688-0707) RESULT: The boss was not in. Check back later, I was told.SUN.

* I got an ad in the mail from www.USSecurityAssociates.com with a return phone number of 813-781-3329 on it. I responded by phone, and left a message with a “Joe Silvers,” according to the voice mail. RESULT: They did not return my call.MON.

* I visited right fuel & Fuel in person (see above) and spoke with Sebastian. RESULT: Not hiring.MON.

* I called DNA Print Genomics and asked for Dr. Thomas (ext 222; see above) RESULT: He was still not in.MON.

* That Thursday, I called back to DNA Print Genomics. RESULT: Dr. Matt Thomas was still not in.THR.

* I called “Joe Silvers” again to seek a job which was offered by the postal ad (see above). RESULT: They still did not return my call.THR.

* I called US Security Associates by phone at 863-665-1423, to see what was what about the ad (see above). RESULT: The number was disconnected, probably because the Verizon phone book was a 2002-2003 issue.THR.

* I called US Security Associates by phone at 863-682-2023, by using a current phone book, and inquired about a job, referencing the postal ad. RESULT: Not hiring.THR.

Week of: Sunday, 15 April 2007 - Saturday 21 March 2007
* I finally make contact with Dr. Matt Thomas at DNA Print Genomics, by phone, and ask about a lab job, per my college degree. RESULT: Not hiring.THR.

* I called Fox Protective Services (the employer against who I am making an unemployment comp claim) by phone. RESULT: I got an answering service.SAT.

* I went, in person, into the Walgreen’s on 311 E Memorial Blvd, Lakeland - (863) 688-1176. RESULT: Not hiring.SAT.

* I went, in person, into right fuel & Fuel (see above) - RESULT: Sebastian says not hiring, but I’d be the 1st one hired if they need anyone.SAT.

Week of: Sunday, 22 April 2007 - Saturday 28 March 2007
* I called Fox Protective Services’ Orlando Office by phone (407) 851-7252 (the employer against who I am making an unemployment comp claim) and spoke with Keith Osgood. RESULT: He said (implying that since I was making an unemployment comp claim against them), my job application was out of his hands and to call the Tampa office and speak with Judy Clark.MON.

* I called Fox Protective Services’ Tampa Office by phone (813) 289-8744 (the employer against who I am making an unemployment comp claim) and got a hold of Judy Clark. RESULT: She asked what hours I could work, and I told her anytime, but they never hired me. This should tell you they were dishonest in their supposed job offers, if after over a year they could not find a local job for me. If you are asking me for my work record, then take my word. If you believe I am not “credible”) (e.g., a liar) as Referee, Rosemary Wild has ruled then do not bother to ask me for my testimony.MON.

* I called Dr. Richard Merritt, 1253 W. Memorial Blvd., Lakeland, Fl., by phone (863-687-8165) and inquired about a job. RESULT: Jessica said they ARE hiring, but the hiring manager is not available at the moment.MON.

* The next day, I called back to Dr. Merritt‘s office. RESULT: The hiring manager was still not in.TUE.

* Wednesday, the day after this, I called Dr. Merritt’s office back (by phone). RESULT: Ditto. The hiring manager was still not in.WED.

* I personally visited Dr. Merritt’s office and inquired about the job opening Jessica mentioned. RESULT: Dr. Merritt said they would fairly consider me for the opening, but I have not as yet gotten hired by his office.FRI.

* I personally visited right fuel and spoke with Kathy and Jason.  RESULT: Not hiring.SAT.

Week of: Sunday, 29 April 2007 - Saturday 05 May 2007

I was sick, plus I was busy trying to help my father clean the house, so I must be honest and confirm I was not available for work.

Week of: Sunday, 06 May 2007 - Saturday 12 May 2007

I was still sick, and Dr. Merritt (see above), my family doctor, can confirm I sought medical attention from him during this time period. Although he felt I could work, I was honest and did not claim them, as I did not feel up to it. After 2 weeks of treatment, however, I was healed up and began to search for work. (See below for what happened to stop me.)

Week of: Sunday, 13 May 2007 - Saturday 19 May 2007

After I became “healthy,“ my car became “sick” and would not crank due to a defective alarm system. I did not get the car repaired until late in the week, and I decided to be honest and not claim that week. I used the extra time to do some housecleaning and organize my personal belongings in the rare event a job would require me to relocate, a rare, but very difficult enterprise, so even on my “week off,” I worked towards a job. (Organizing would help me to relocate, should a job require it.)

Week of: Sunday, 20 May 2007 - Saturday 26 May 2007
* I called Judy Clark of my former employer (see above) about a job. RESULT: I got voice mail.MON.

* I called again to Judy Clark of my former employer (see above) about a job. RESULT: I got voice mail.MON.

* That Wednesday, I called again to Judy Clark of my former employer (see above) about a job. RESULT: I got voice mail -again.WED.

* I called Howard Bass at my former employer (see above) to see if any job opening exist -and to check on a problem with my back pay. RESULT: Fox Protective Services issues a “correction” paycheck eventually, but Howard could not get me back on as an employee. Translation: Not Hiring, not me, anyhow.WED.

* I visited right fuel in person. RESULT: The am clerk said not hiring.FRI.

* My father suggested I be a medical transcriptionist (to transcribe dictated documents for medical professionals) and “work from home” online, but an online search for such a job (where I could work online, as opposed to going to a doctor‘s office) could not yield any such creature. RESULT: Did not exist, so not hiring.SAT.

Week of: Sunday, 27 May 2007 - Saturday 02 June 2007

* Sunday and Monday of this week were Memorial Day and Memorial Day Celebrated. Take off from job search 2 days.

* I visited right fuel in person. RESULT: Manager said not hiring.WED.

* On Thursday, 31 May, 2007, my father was hospitalized for a stroke, but I bravely continued my job search.THR.

* I called USF Research (813-974-5570) and spoke with Eric regarding Job Order 14046, a medical scientist job (for which I’m qualified, with my FSU double major degree) applying as an Associate in Research  at the Center for Biological Defense. RESULT: I was referred to Dr. Cattani at 813-974-7789.THR.

* I called Dr. Cattani at 813-974-7789 for the USF job above. RESULT: I could only leave a message for Dr. Cattani but I was also referred to www.USF.edu/Jobs THR.

* I called Dr. Ferreira (813-974-5797) regarding USA position in Molecular Biology Tech. RESULT: I was referred to someone at 813-745-8343 regarding a job analyzing Western Blots in the Dept of Oncology.THR.

* I called the number to which I was referred in prior job search, 813-745-8343. RESULT: The hiring manager was not available, but I left a message.THR.

* I called Mr. Bass back at ext. 209, of my former employer, Fox Protective Services, Inc. RESULT: Although he eventually got me a “correction” paycheck cut and sent, at this time, he still had not done so, and he was looking into both possible employment (Translation: A JOB!) -and the back pay issue. So, try as he might, the result was still “not hiring.”FRI.

Week of: Sunday, 03 June 2007 - Saturday 09 June 2007

I took time off from my job search to help my father with errands -and to prepare for the worst -such as I had to be prepared to move, if my father could pay rent, and we got kicked out. So, cleaning and organizing also kept me busy, with I helped take care of my sick father, who had just recently been hospitalized for a stroke.

Week of: Sunday, 10 June 2007 - Saturday 16 June 2007

Week of: Sunday, 17 June 2007 - Saturday 23 June 2007
I was scheduled for a hearing (on Thursday, 21 June 07) with unemployment appeals hearing officer, Rosemary Wild, so I took time off from my job search, lest I get a job and conflict with my appointment.

* In spite of this, once the hearing was over, that Thursday, I called Keith Osgood regarding the job offer that Brian Fox had offered me in his letter to Grisele X. Robaina. I accepted the job offer, as soon as I heard about it, but Keith withdrew the job offer, saying he was ordered to do so. He gave a 2nd excuse, saying something about the chain-of-command preventing him, since I had spoken to his boss. RESULT: No job exists, that is, “not hiring,” at least not hiring me.THR.

Week of: Sunday, 24 June 2007 - Saturday 30 June 2007

* I call Brian Fox and ask him why he withdrew his job offer. RESULT: He said the job offer was many months old. Since he did not notify me of the so-called “offer” back when it existed, “it amounted to no job offer at all,” as my lawyer might say. No job exists, that is, “not hiring,” at least not hiring me. However, Brian Fox said he would “sleep on it,” or words to that effect, and think it over.MON.

* I called Anchor Security (863-401-3686) at 201 Magnolia Ave. West, Suite 9, Winter haven , FL. RESULT: I got voice mail.MON.

* I called Brian Fox again. RESULT: I left a message for him to call me back and offer me a job.TUE.

* I called Anchor Security. RESULT: No jobs available in my area.TUE.

* I visited right fuel. RESULT: Not hiring.THR.

* I responded to a “work at home” want ad by calling 1-800-985-5032, which also listed 

http://www.JacksonEnterprisellc.com RESULT: I spoke to Dale, but after talking, it became apparent that this was merely an illegal Ponzi (or pyramid) scheme where the only thing I get was the right or privilege to call others and solicit money.FRI.

Week of: Sunday, 01 July 2007 - Saturday 07 June 2007

* I responded to a “work at home” want ad (source: TheFlyer.com, June 27 issue for area 104, p.26, bottom left of page) for Data Entry by calling 1-800-344-9636, ext. 950. RESULT: I could not get an operator, but I left a message.MON.

* Same want ad paper, column 2, “home work” - I call 1-863-595-6708. RESULT: I got answering machine, and greeting was by an “Ayana,” and I left a message.MON.

* Same want ad paper - I see ad for Mail Order & Internet “work at home” - I call 1-800-210-3006, which listed 

www.TheHomeIncomeSolution.com RESULT: I got an ambiguous voice mail greeting, which asked I leave a message for an info packet.  I got a letter from them on Thursday, the 5th, from “The Home Income Solution” at 10064 Magnolia Bend, Bonita Springs, FL 34135 - TheHomeIncomeSolution.com, offering a more detailed free information pack, asking to “Call Me At” 239-390-0918 (Herbal Life, International) - From $300.oo to $3,500.oo capitol is required to but health supplements - Not a part-time at home job, but a door-to-door job, requiring me to buy products for resale. So, it was not a job where you could simply apply to work.MON.

* Same paper had ad about Home-based business - Asked me to leave name & number at 1-800-807-5175. Have not heard back from them -and probably don’t want to, as it sounds like scam where you pay up a lot up front.MON.

* I visited right fuel, and I asked the owner, Harry, for a job. RESULT: He said not hiring at this time.THR.

Week of: Sunday, 08 July 2007 - Saturday 14 July 2007

* At 8:11 pm, Ayana Matai called me. RESULT: I was at church that evening, and I missed the call, but I saw it on my caller ID and got the message.SUN.

* Monday, Ayana called me back, referred me to: www.Melaleuca.com and www.2ourBusiness.com - RESULT:  She said that a person is required to buy 35 “points” per month of product to remain employed. She said this amounted to about $45.oo to $60.oo of products each month, such as home products, shampoo, food supplements, detergents) -Not realistic for me, but at least this is not an illegal Ponzi scheme.MON.

* I visited the Lakeland Square Mall and spoke to a security guard about a job. RESULT: Before I could finish conversation, he got a call and had to leave.FRI.

* I visited the shooting range (out In the Saddle Creek Park, here in Lakeland), provided by the Polk County, Board of County Commissioners, and spoke with Jim. RESULT: He said the shooting range was being bought out by a private entity & being shut down, so not jobs there.SAT.

Week of: Sunday, 15 July 2007 - Saturday 21 July 2007

* I went to the BP Station (KNI Corp., 863-667-4600) at 2456 E. Memorial Blvd., here in Lakeland, FL 33801 and asked about a job. RESULT: Not hiring.SUN.

* I went to Subway Sandwiches & Salads, 2500 US Highway 92 East, Lakeland, FL 33801, PH: (863) 667-0777. RESULT: Hiring manager not in.SUN.

* I went to Right Fuel. RESULT: Ian said not hiring.SUN.

* I called Guns Galore. RESULT: Paul said they’re not hiring.SUN.

Week of: Sunday, 22 July 2007 - Saturday 28 July 2007
* While at church, I asked Minister Terry White (Cell: 863-581-7307; Church: 863-802-9192) if WWAB-1330-AM, where he worked, was hiring for hourly jobs. RESULT: He said none available, but maybe commission-based advertising jobs might be available.WED.

* I went to Right Fuel. RESULT: Vanessa said not hiring.THR.

* I went to Bobbers Discount Tackle, Rex Bohrer, Owner, 835 N Lake Parker Ave, Lakeland, FL 33801-2044, PH: (863) 802-5705. RESULT: Sparky said not hiring.THR.

Week of: Sunday, 29 July 2007 - Saturday 04 August 2007

* I went to Radio Station WWAB-1330-AM, 1203 Chase W, Lakeland, FL 33803, PH: (863) 682-2998 RESULT: Minister RL said not hiring hourly positions.TUE.

* I went to Right Fuel. RESULT: Jason said not hiring.WED.

* I went to Metro PCS Wireless (AKA “Cell Touch”), 130 E Memorial Blvd, Lakeland, FL 33801-1763, PH: (863) 802-5555 RESULT: An Arabic-looking gentlemen, who was a clerk there, said they were not hiring, but he took my name and number anyway.THR.

Week of: Sunday, 05 August 2007 - Saturday 11 August 2007
* I went to the Oriental Market, 839 N Lake Parker Ave, Lakeland, FL 33801-2044, PH: (863) 688-8957 RESULT: Owner’s daughter said not hiring.SUN.

* I went to Joyce Wrecker Service And Auto Repair, 1034 E. Main St., Lakeland, FL, PG: (863) 688-0646 RESULT: I needed a Class: A driver’s license (according to owner, Mr. Bebbs), but I did not know that when applying. I thought my Class: D, Chauffeur’s license was sufficient, so my error was in good faith.MON.

* I went to the ELKIN MOTOR SALES LLC, 1112 E MAIN ST, DAVID ELKIN, OWNER, 1112 E MAIN ST

LAKELAND, FL 33801, PH: (863) 248-5159, just down the road from the towing service. RESULT: An older man said not hiring.MON.

* Note: I may not be able to look for as many jobs as I’d like, since I may have to be available to help my father, who had a scheduled hernia surgery Tuesday of this week.

Week of: Sunday,12 August 2007 - Saturday 18 August 2007

* My cousin Timmy Barnett (PH: 863-683-0649, unlisted number) emailed me about possibly needing help painting his house, which would amount to a part-time job for me. RESULT: I’ve checked back with him several times since then, but he still hasn’t needed any help, and he hasn’t called or emailed back himself either.THR.

* I went to Alterations To Go, 821 N Lake Parker Ave, Lakeland, FL 33801-2044, PH: (863) 687-2814 RESULT: Liese-Lore “Lori” HARP, the owner, said they were not hiring, and that I was not qualified to do sewing. I disagree with that: Men can sew too!THR.

* I went to Bobber’s (shown above). RESULT: Sparky said not hiring.SAT.

* I went to Right Fuel. RESULT: Vanessa said not hiring.SAT.

* I went to WWAB-1330-AM. RESULT: Frank Clark, some sort of manager, said not hiring, but to check back.SAT.

Week of: Sunday, 19 August 2007 - Saturday 25 August 2007
* I called DNA Print Genomic (see above). RESULT: Not hiring in my area of expertise. The receptionist said they may need someone in the near future, but she said she was not sure of the details.MON.

* My car mechanic, Perry Lovelady (Cell: 863-602-9565; Home: 863-858-2086), called me to ask me how my father was doing after his stroke and subsequent heart attack, and I asked him about any job openings in the repair shop. RESULT: He said not hiring.TUE.

* I went to Right Fuel. RESULT: Jason and a manager, Sebastian, both said not hiring.FRI.

Week of: Sunday, 26 August 2007 - Saturday 01 September 2007
* I went to Right Fuel. RESULT: Jason said not hiring.WED.

* I went to Lakeland Radiator Service, 1053 E Rose St, Lakeland, FL 33801-2015, PH: (863) 682-6053 RESULT: I spoke with a man, probably the owner, and he said not hiring.FRI.

* I called my cousin Timmy (see above) again about the painting job. RESULT: Still not ready yet.SAT.

* I called WWAB-1330-AM to do follow-up, as Frank suggested (see above). RESULT: Phone line busy.SAT.

* I called WWAB again at about 7:30 pm that night. RESULT: Line still busy.SAT.

* I called WWAB again at about 8:45 pm that night. RESULT: Line still busy.SAT.

* I called WWAB again at about 9:45 pm that night. RESULT: Line still busy. Wow! They are talkers, indeed!SAT.

Week of: Sunday, 02 September 2007 - Saturday 08 September 2007

* While at afternoon prayer, I asked Minister Terry White (see above) a follow-up inquiry about any possible WWAB job where he works. RESULT: He still hasn’t heard about any job openings.WED.

* I called WWAB-1330-AM. RESULT: Phone line busy.WED.

* I went back to Bobber’s again to do a follow-up. RESULT: Sparky said not hiring.THR.

Week of: Sunday, 16 September 2007 - Saturday 22 September 2007

* I went to Right Fuel. RESULT: Jason said probably not hiring.SUN.

* While at Wednesday afternoon prayer at church, I asked Minister Terry White (see above) about his other job, ICT Group. RESULT: He said they are always hiring.WED.

* I tried calling ICT Group. RESULT: One phone book only listed 863-965-2630 as a phone number, but that was either outdated or a wrong number (or both?).THR.

* I get a good phone book and call ICT Group, 333 N. Lake Parker Ave., Lakeland, at PH: 863-682-0069. RESULT: No answer.THR.

* I try another phone number for ICT Group: PH: 863-802-3030, Employment Office. RESULT: Young woman said to call back before 4pm or come in -or call 802-3000.THR.

* I call 863-802-3000 phone number as instructed, for the ICT Group. RESULT: I got a voice mail for a “Sam Leonard.”THR.

* I call Ultimate Arms, 610 N. Combee Rd., Lakeland, FL, PH: 863-668-8500. RESULT: Not Hiring.SAT.

* I call Guns Galore, 2440 U.S. Hwy 92 East, Lakeland, FL, PH: 863-666-2744. RESULT: No answer.SAT.

* I call Mr. Hughes (PH: 863-521-2107) to do a follow-up on the sales job. RESULT: He is busy delivering the Qwest Newspaper.SAT.

Week of: Sunday, 23 September 2007 - Saturday 29 September 2007

* I go to the BP (Gas) Station on 700 N Wabash Ave, Lakeland, FL 33815-1162, PH: (863) 682-6260 RESULT: Hiring manager is not in, but the employee says probably not hiring since someone is on vacation.MON.

* I went to Right Fuel. RESULT: Sebastian said not hiring but check back.MON.

* I tried doing follow-up phone call to the BP Station on Wabash. RESULT: I could only find the number for a sister store on 833 W. Memorial Blvd, PH: 863-688-8939, which was a bad number.THR.

* I tried calling the “BP Wabash” which was not on Wabash but rather on 2045 Ariana St, Lakeland, FL, PH: 863-683-8500. RESULT: Not the same station but wrong number.THR.

* I finally did an Internet search for phone number for the BP on Wabash, which I eventually found to be 863-682-6260, and I did a follow-up call. RESULT: Manager not in.THR.

* I went to Bobbers Discount Tackle, Rex Bohrer, Owner, 835 N Lake Parker Ave, Lakeland, FL 33801-2044, PH: (863) 802-5705. RESULT: Chris said not hiring.THR.
