I posted a question about H.R. 5043 just now, and it's deleted - I guess you deleted it. Was my post offensive in some
way? The issues surrounding that are explained on...For some reason, liberals support this too -and I suspect they
view it as a free handout...What is your take on this issue? -- And, what about my post was offensive to motivate you
to delete it?

Dennis Ross June 2 at 10:55am Report
I toko it down because I wanted my constituents to see the post about the balanced budget hearing going on right
now. Nothing offenseive, just didn't want that post mvoed down the page so far.

As for HR 5043, I do not support it. Allowing discharge in bankruptcy for student loans would cause a sharp decline
in availability of loans. I also do not supoprt the federal government being the only student loan lender, as it is now
after last year.

My question to Dennis is this:

Why did he appear to flip-flop on this issue (first opposing BK protections in his email, and then supporting them,
which seems fair, since other borrowers have this option)? — Only 4 possible explanations exist, and I can eliminate
one of them:

1) He could have “flip-flopped” to pander to the current opinion, but I eliminate this option, as Dennis and his
current staff pass the Integrity test with 100% - going above and beyond what is required.

2) Dennis could have had a genuine “flip-flop” based on a change of mind, new information, etc.

3) Dennis is a very busy man, and it is possible that he was under pressure (he was new to office, and had not set
up his staff completely), and thus maybe did not think things through.

4) Lastly, it is also possible that a staff member was answering emails in his name, and somehow a mis-
communication occurred and/or the staffer “guessed” wrongly.

My guess would be that #4 is the most likely possibility, and this is based on the fact that Katie Hughes and I
collectively agreed that this is probably what happened in the 'Heavy Hand' Facebook/Twittergate blocking scandal:
We think that, probably, an overzealous staffer (who is no longer with Ross' office) got carried away...but, I don't
know for sure. — It looked like a 'flip-flop,' but it can't be: Dennis is a man of integrity... Only Dennis would know
why he gave 2 apparently different answers... Thank you to both you, Katie, Dennis, and his staffers for all y'alls'
collective assistance on this -and other matters... That was my only question, but, after hearing Sen. Rubio, I have
some helpful feedback on Immigration.
